Apart from the video for ‘Song In Space’, featured on the dual sided disc version of ‘Forget Yourself’, promo videos for The Church have been sparse in recent years. When you consider they’re seen as tools to promote a single to in turn promote an album, they can be a costly venture to justify producing, out of proportion with the promotional budget. However, to accompany the release of ‘Easy’ and hopefully get played on music shows / channels  (Rage ?) one was produced consisting of a blend of live performance and “road movie” (on the road / behind the scenes) footage and no “acting out a story” characterisations for the band to endure.

I’m not usually not a fan of fast edits but the intelligent use of them here matches the high tempo song to a tee and the momentum of  “on the road” scenes mirrors and progresses this even further in a way reminiscent of the ‘Tantalized’ video. It’s a breathless experience packing in a multitude of clips and a taste of the live experience (the only slight inconsistency being the lack of an electric guitar onstage when there’s one in the soundtrack but it’s barely of relevance).

What’s different about this one is that they’re not only using it for commercial publicity – they’re making it available to fans without having to wait for a compilation DVD further down the line, as a one track DVD single available at gigs (as part of the ticket price at some shows in Australia) and via Church Merch.

Presumably region free, it works fine in a European player, it’s another example of giving us what we want and making the era of an album extend beyond its release date and initial touring, what with the ‘Block’ EP, ‘Easy’ single and now DVD single and the live dates following in Europe there was a lot to get excited about.
