An American band featuring guitarist Jeffrey Cain with whom Steve Collaborates as “Isidore”. Will there be clues or familiar indicators of a singular musical philosophy or style, sounds and textures?

The expected familiarity is present at times and clarifies what each contributor brings to Isidore. The lead track “Prophecy” , used in films “She’s All That” and “The Last Kiss”, is fairly heavy but has some room for subtlety too. The band sound bright and sharp surging through an adrenalin rush track staying  tight and punchy, never coming off the rails.

“Water” is gentler with effective chorus rises as the band change gear effortlessly. The intentionally untidy ending lends further distinction to their sound.

“Christmas” is the closest sounding of the three tracks to Isidore xxx is again gentle with peaks and troughs in the dynamics and some fine textures.
Exploring the three albums released by the Remy Zero will lend further depth to any analysis regarding their sound and style but even over this short three song sample you can detect a band with a broad yet skilfully tightly disciplined dynamic range with a desire to combine this with some fine detailed texturing, a healthy and useful combination enabling a broad range of material in tempo, style and substance.
